We also propose an « open air »  show without the tent. 

It costs less and the technical rider is lighter. 

This lighter format allows us to play only once, if the programmer wishes. 

Rates 2012/13:

1 show : 12000,00€HT

2 shows : 16500,00€HT

3 shows : 21000,00€HT

4 shows : 25500,00€HT

Etc…The price decreases according to the amount of shows

Transport rates depend if we bring our caravans on tour or not. (from La Grand Combe, Gard, France go and back)

Accomodation and catering for 13 people on tour. 

Technical rider :

In order to avoid any unpleasant surprises:

A pre-site check, financed by the organiser, is recommended.

In all cases, the organiser should provide the company with a thoroughly detailed site plan on which the electricity supply, the drinking water supply points, the evacuation routes and any underground networks (electricity, gas, telephone etc) are marked.

In case of rain or violent wind : the show can’t be played !

When a Safety Commission is required, please put us in touch with them in order that we may prepare their visit.

The same thing applies in case of Health and Safety

The organiser is of course required to ensure that our installation meets all the requirements necessary for us to set up on the site.

The company does not have box office or ticket staff.

The site size is 30x20m minimum plus some space for the public.

Possibilities of anchoring : max 30 anchoring stakes, or trees, or ballast …

It’s important that the site substrata be suitably stable and solid for the anchoring stakes.

It should be level, with maximum changes in gradient of 2 %.

It should be entirely accessible at the company’s arrival.

Safety barriers should be provided if necessary.

We also need space for : 

· stocking material and park vehicles : 3 HGV’s, the workshop truck, and a few empty palettes.

· - A camping site, next to the structure. This can be variable, (ideally 40m x 40m), but should be able to fit 12 convoys measuring 14m x 2,5m.
Show capacity : 

 3000 - 5000 people

We can provide 500 deckchairs (this option changes the amount of personnel needed and get in and strike timing).

Get in and get out : 

Different possibilities : 

1 crane during 8 hours (get in and get out)+ 1 or 2 vertical-masted lift trucks

or :

1 crane during 4 hours for the get in and the get out + - 1 x 4 wheel drive forklift with telescopic lifting arm 3T minimum lifting force (11 023,11 lbs) 14m extension (45,93 feet) + 1 vertical-masted lift truck

Get in : 

D-5 (or D-4 in the morning) :

set up of the camping site, mark-out and unloading. 

1 person who knows about the fit-up and can give us access to water and electricity.

vertical-masted lift trucks

2 electricians and 4 people

seating if needed + rigging + lights and sound + musician place (tower 3mX3m at 5m high)

Get out :

D : 

3 or 6 people (depending on barriers and deckchairs)

2 electricians

D+1 :

Depending on material : crane +2 lift trucks

Strike, get out and departure

D+2 : 

Depending on material : 

Get out and departure.

Equipement required :

- 1 crane (30t/30m mini, if it can be put up near the structure) 2X4hours D-3 morning and D+1 morning.

- 1 or 2 lift trucks 2 000 kg (4 409,25 lbs) capacity, maximum overall height 2,20 metres

(7,22 feet), preferably with translation, rough terrain telescopic handler or vertical-masted buggy type. D-4 D-3 D-2 D D+1 and possibly D+2 : 5 or 6 days.

· 1 x 4 wheel drive forklift with telescopic lifting arm 3T minimum lifting force (11 023,11 lbs) 14m extension (45,93 feet)(depending of the crane)

· 1 tent or watertight place near the structure for the dressing room

· 3 booth tents

· 16 stage units 2mx1m (height: 2 units max 20cm, 14 units 20-40cm)

· 4 tables 

· 10 chairs

· The necessary number of crowd control barriers to organize and control public access (adapted to the site)

· External lighting of the site for public access and emergency services

· Bottled water for the get-in, the shows, and the get-out

· Cable entries depending of the site

· Possibly ballasts if the anchoring is impossible.

· Musician scaffolding : a tower 3x3m and 5m high

Electricity :

All supplied feed lines must be P.17 (Cee-form) female plugs

- for the show: One 125A supply 3-phase + N + Earth. Add 32A in winter.

- On the campsite : : One 63A 3-phase + N + Earth supply. Add 32A in winter. .

Preview the neccessary cable runs from the mains to the campsite. 

Light :

Check with our lighting technician depending on the site situation

12 tripods height-ajustable (1 – 2 m) with clamp scaffolding for 48mm tubs

Sound : 

Check with our sound technician depending on the site situation

Extra speakers may be needed for the public behind the deckchairs

For the camping site : 

Connection to a drinking water supply for the campsite as well as drains for waste water.

Should be fully functional as soon as the company arrives and until the last convoy leaves

- Showers and toilets for 15 people (minimum: 2 toilets, 2 showers)

Heated in winter, chemical toilets to be avoided

Regularly cleaned and supplied with toilet paper.

Please note : These are not public toilets, but uniquely for the company’s use.

1 750 l. skip, regularly emptied (with selective disposal if possible)

If the camping site is near the structure site : guarding of the camping site during the shows and guarding of the structure during the night (depending on the set-up).

If the campsite is not near the structure, it and the structure will need to be guarded, night and day: apart from rehearsal and performance times.
